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	Priority Items 2: Observation:  There is no written employee illness policy for inspector to review.
Required:  Food establishments requiring approval to open shall develop written standard procedures. These procedures shall include at a minimum an employee illness policy.
CORRECTED:  During inspection, inspector provided FDA Form 1-B illness reporting policy for owner to implement at food facility.  Owner understands that all food employees shall report illness to person in charge.

Observation:  Novel bleach is not approved to be used with food-contact surfaces.
Required:  Chemical sanitizers and other chemical antimicrobials applied to food-contact surfaces shall meet the requirements specified in 40 CFR 180.940 Tolerance exemptions for active and inert ingredients for use in antimicrobial formulations (food-contact surface sanitizing solutions).  
COMMENT:  Provide a sanitizer that is EPA approved and has directions for sanitizing food-contact surfaces.

Observation:  Cracked bowls for food use, observed in drying rack on the clean end of manual 3-compartment sink.
Required:  Multiuse food-contact surfaces shall be smooth; free of breaks, open seams, cracks, chips, inclusions, pits, and similar imperfections.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner voluntarily discard cracked bowls during inspection.


	Core Items 2: Observation (REPEAT):  Chopped celery stored uncovered in walk-in cooler, and various items in true prep rail cooler observed uncovered while stored.
Required:  Food shall be protected from cross contamination by storing the food in packages, covered containers, or wrappings.

Observation (REPEAT):  Rice, flour, and other dry food items stored open in large bulk bags.
Required:  Food shall be protected from cross contamination by storing the food in packages, covered containers, or wrappings.

Observation:  There is no handwash sign provided in public restroom.
Required:  A sign or poster that notifies food employees to wash their hands shall be provided at all handwashing sinks used by food employees and shall be clearly visible to food employees.
CORRECTED:  Inspector provided handwash signage during inspection.

Observation:  There is no hot water provided at handwash sink in kitchen upon arrival, inspector observed owner turn on hot water to handwash sink.  Hot water measured 89.0°F at kitchen handwash sink, and public restroom used by employees handwash sink is also not supplied with hot water.
Required:  A handwashing sink shall be equipped to provide water at a temperature of at least one
hundred degrees Fahrenheit (100°F) through a mixing valve or combination faucet.

	Priority Items 3: Observation:  Raw chicken and beef are stored above raw seafood products throughout freezers in kitchen.  
Required:  Food shall be protected from cross contamination by; except when combined as ingredients, separating types of raw animal foods from each other such as beef, fish, lamb, pork, and poultry during storage, preparation, holding, and display by using separate equipment for each type, or arranging each type of food in equipment so that cross contamination of one type with another is prevented, and preparing each type of food at different times or in separate areas;

Observation:  Raw shelled eggs are stored on shelving rack above fresh cut produce.  Raw meat products are stored above ready-to-eat cooked food products in prep rail cooler near grill line.
Required:  Food shall be protected from cross contamination by separating raw animal foods during storage, preparation, holding, and display from raw ready-to-eat food including other raw animal food such as fish for sushi or molluscan shellfish, or other raw ready-to-eat food such as fruits and vegetables and cooked ready-to-eat food.

Observation:  Egg drop soup is hot held in single-use container on top of hot holding unit at 99.0°F.
Required:  Potentially hazardous food, shall be maintained at one hundred thirty-five degrees Fahrenheit (135°F) or above.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner voluntarily discard container of egg drop soup during inspection.
	Core Items 3: Observation:  Back screen door is left open allowing insects to enter kitchen area; dead cricket observed at the bottom of door sweep.
Required:  Outer openings of a food establishment shall be protected against the entry of insects and rodents by filling or closing holes and other gaps along floors, walls, and ceilings; closed, tight-fitting windows; and
solid, self-closing, tight-fitting doors.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner close screen door with latch during inspection.  Inspector explain that back door is to be kept shut and latched when not in use to avoid the entrance of pest and insects into the facility.

Observation:  Handwash sink is inaccessible to wash hands due to pink cleaning gloves being stored on the splash guard of handwash sink.
Required:  A handwashing sink shall be maintained so that it is accessible at all times for employee use. A handwashing sink may not be used for purposes other than handwashing.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner remove pink gloves from handwash sink during inspection near chemical storage area in order for the handwash sink to be accessible to wash hands during inspection.

Observation:  Handwash sink drain observed draining slowly, and the sewage drain line is leaking on the handwash sink into garbage can.
Required:  A plumbing system shall be repaired according to law; and maintained in good repair.
	Priority Items 4: Observation:  Fried sweet and sour chicken is cold held on bottom of shelf at 62.0°F.
Required:  Potentially hazardous food, shall be maintained at forty-one degrees Fahrenheit (41°F) or less.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner voluntarily discard fried sweet and sour chicken during inspection.

Observation:  In-use utensils used on cook-line are not cleaned every 4 hours.
Required:  If used with potentially hazardous food, equipment food-contact surfaces and utensils shall be cleaned throughout the day at least every four (4) hours.

Observation: A container containing Ortho home defense insect killer is observed by the back entrance of kitchen area.
Required:  Poisonous or toxic materials shall be used according to Law and this ode, manufacturer's use directions included in labeling, and, for a pesticide, manufacturer's label instructions that state that use is allowed in a food establishment.

Observation:  Neosporin ointment found stored on the side of rack inside prep rail cooler by grill.
Required:  Medicines that are in a food establishment for the employees' use shall be labeled and located to prevent the contamination of food, equipment, utensils, linens, and single-service and single-use articles.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner remove medicine from prep rail cooler and place in area away from all food-related items.  Inspector discussed keeping medicines and personal items of employees and staff in separate area designated for employees only.
	Core Items 4:  Observation:  Mop is not properly hung up to air dry; inspector observed no hook to properly air dry mop and owner stated he does not hang up mop to air dry.
Required:  After use, mops shall be placed in a position that allows them to air-dry without soiling walls, equipment, or supplies.

Observation:  Single-service bowls without handles are kept and used to scoop rice and other bulk dry-good bag products.
Required:  During pauses in food preparation or dispensing, food preparation and dispensing utensils shall be stored in food that is not potentially hazardous with their handles above the top of the food within containers or equipment that can be closed, such as bins of sugar, flour, or cinnamon.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner remove single-service bowls from bulk dry-good bag products.  Inspector discussed providing scoops with handles to prevent cross contamination.

Observation:  There is no ambient thermometer provided in chest freezers throughout kitchen.
Required:  In a mechanically refrigerated unit, the sensor of a temperature measuring device shall be located to measure the air temperature or a simulated product temperature in the warmest part of a mechanically refrigerated unit.

	Priority Items 5: Observation:  Various refrigerated potentially hazardous food items such as egg rolls, fried sweet and sour chicken, cut lettuce, etc. are not provided with a date mark after being prepped and cold held for 24 hours.
Required:  Refrigerated, ready-to-eat, potentially hazardous food, prepared and held in a food establishment for more than twenty-four (24) hours shall be clearly marked to indicate the date or day by which the food shall be consumed on the premises, sold, or discarded when held at a temperature of forty-one degrees Fahrenheit (41°F).
COMMENT:  Owner stated that he only holds food items in refrigeration for no more than 2 days in order to keep good quality of food.  Inspector stated that potentially hazardous food items are required by the Food Code to be date mark after being held for more than 24 hours.

Observation:  Lysol spray cleaner and liquid soap is stored in shelving by grill line next to single-use ounce cups, and dry-food items.
Required:  Poisonous or toxic materials shall be stored so they cannot contaminate food, equipment, utensils, linens, and single-service and single-use articles by separating the poisonous or toxic materials by spacing or partitioning; and locating the poisonous or toxic materials in an area that is not above food, equipment, utensils, linens, and single-service or single-use articles.
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	Core Items 5: Observation:  Owner stated that single-use bowls are being reused in a variety of food items.
Required:  Single-service and single-use articles may not be reused.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner remove and voluntarily discard single-use bowls being reused in food items during inspection.

Observation:  Single-use containers containing seasonings are not labeled with contents.
Required:  Except for containers holding food that can be readily and unmistakably recognized such as dry pasta, working containers holding food or food ingredients that are removed from their original packages for use in the food establishment, such as cooking oils, flour, herbs, potato flakes, salt, spices, and sugar shall be identified with the common name of the food.

Observation:  Soiled knives are stored in wire basket on top of cardboard egg carton to prevent the blades of knives from becoming dull; the egg carton used is absorbent and not easily cleanable.  Cardboard is used throughout shelving in kitchen area which is absorbent and not easily cleanable.
Required:  Nonfood-contact surfaces of equipment that are exposed to splash, spillage, or other food soiling or that require frequent cleaning shall be constructed of a corrosion-resistant, nonabsorbent, and smooth material.
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	Priority Items 6: Observation:  Employee drinks observed stored on top of prep rail cooler and on the side next to rice cooker.
Required:  An employee shall eat, drink, or use any form of tobacco only in designated areas where the contamination of exposed food; clean equipment, utensils, and linens; unwrapped single-service and single-use articles; or other items needing protection cannot result.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed owner remove drinks and place in designated employee space in back of kitchen during inspection.  Inspector discussed that drinks may be near grill area, but drinks need to be stored away from all food and food-contact items.

	Core Items 6: Observation:  Cutting boards stored underneath prep counter are heavily scoured.  Yellow cutting board on counter by grill has a huge crack and is heavily scoured.
Required:  Surfaces such as cutting blocks and boards that are subject to scratching and scoring shall be resurfaced if they can no longer be effectively cleaned and sanitized, or discarded if they are not capable of being resurfaced.

Observation:  The seals on Dr. Pepper cooler and white Arctic Air commercial chest freezer in back room (by back entrance) are torn and held together up by duct tape.
Required:  Equipment components such as doors, seals, hinges, fasteners, and kick plates shall be kept intact, tight, and adjusted in accordance with manufacturer's specifications.

Observation:  Employees in kitchen area prepping and cooking food items without wearing any hair restraint.
Required:  Food employees shall wear hair restraints such as hats, hair coverings or nets, beard restraints, and clothing that covers body hair, that are designed and worn to effectively keep their hair from contacting exposed food; clean equipment, utensils, and linens; and unwrapped single-service and single-use articles.

Observation:  Dead coach roaches observed in mop sink basin and in back kitchen area.  Dead cricket observed by back entrance door.
Required:  Dead or trapped birds, insects, rodents, and other pests shall be removed from control devices and the premises at a frequency that prevents their accumulation, decomposition, or the attraction of pests.

	Core Items 7: Observation:  Inspector observed canned food items on the floor, when inspector asked why canned food items are stored on the floor owner demonstrated that canned food items are used as a step stool for employees to step on to reach high shelving, and then the canned food items are cleaned before being used to make food items.
Required:  Food shall be protected from contamination by storing the food in a clean, dry location; where it is not exposed to splash, dust, or other contamination; and at least six inches (6”) above the floor.
CORRECTED:  Inspector explained to owner that canned food items are not to be stored on the floor or used as a step stool due to the risk of contamination.  Inspector observed canned food items for dents and had owner clean canned surface throughly.  Inspector recommends owner purchase a stepping stool in order for employees to reach higher shelving safely.

Observation:  Ice-like debris observed on the interior walls of all freezer refrigeration units in kitchen area.  Greasy-food-like debris observed on the handles and doors of refrigeration and cooking equipment. Light switch plates are soiled with a build-up of food-like debris.
Required:  Nonfood-contact surfaces of equipment shall be kept free of an accumulation of dust, dirt, food residue, and other debris.

Observation:  Handwash sink is visibly soiled with a food-like debris. 
Required:  Plumbing fixtures such as handwashing sinks, toilets, and urinals shall be cleaned as often as necessary to keep them clean.

	Core Items 8: Observation:  Inspector observed manual 3-compartment soiled with food-like debris while chicken is being thawed and prepped in wash sink basin.
Required:  If a warewashing sink is used to wash wiping cloths, wash produce, or thaw food, the sink shall be cleaned before and after each time it is used to wash wiping cloths or wash produce or thaw food. Sinks used to wash or thaw food shall be sanitized before and after using the sink to wash produce or thaw food.
COMMENT:  Inspector discussed that manual 3-compartment sink shall be washed, rinsed, and sanitized before being used to thaw or wash food items.  

Observation:  Thermometer provided for measuring food temperatures is off by +15 degrees.
Required:  Food temperature measuring devices shall be calibrated in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications as necessary to ensure their accuracy.
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	Comments 8:   Inspector also discussed employee illness reporting, cleaning & sanitizing solutions, employee hygiene, using a calibrated thermometer, food cooking temperatures, cold holding temperatures, storing food-related items, date marking and pest control.
