	OBSERVATIONS AND ADDITIONAL COMMENTSPage2: Swimming Pool:
F. 5:  The temperature of the swimming pool is 79.0°F, the pH is >8.0, and the Bromine concentration is 50 parts per million (ppm).  Owner has voluntarily closed pool by locking the door and posting a sign.  Inspector will schedule a follow-up inspection to ensure that the swimming pool has a pH ranging from 7.2 to 7.8, and a Bromine concentration between 3.0 to 5.0 ppm, owner understands that Inspector used a Taylor test kit to verify chemical concentrations during inspections.  Inspector also reviewed and discussed daily pool operating records.
E. 2:  There is no fire extinguisher observed in the pool mechanical room located south of pool area.  Portable fire extinguishers (5 pound, 2A-10BC) shall be required for the protection of all guests and located in the hallways, mechanical room(s), laundry area(s) and all other hazardous areas.  
***Inspector recommends installing a wet chemical extinguisher due to regular fire extinguishers containing certain oxidizers (swimming pool chemicals) can cause an explosion. Currently, the National Fire Protection Association 430: Code for the Storage of Liquid and Solid Oxidizers prohibits the use of class A:B:C extinguishers in areas where oxidizers are stored. The NFPA 10: Standard for Portable Fire Extinguishers recommends that only water-type extinguishers be installed in areas containing oxidizers, such as pool chemicals.

*Rooms 321, 402, and 417 observed in compliance.

Room 101:
C.1:  A dog bowl and soap dish observed underneath head board of guest bed, along with food-like debris and a dryer sheet.  Walls, floors and ceilings of guest rooms shall be kept clean and in good repair. 
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed hotel employee clean underneath head board of guest bed and remove dog bowl, soap dish, and dryer sheet during inspection.

Guest Laundry with furnace room on 1st floor:
E. 2:  There is no fire extinguisher observed in the 1st floor guest laundry room located by the elevator.  Portable fire extinguishers (5 pound, 2A-10BC) shall be required for the protection of all guests and located in the hallways, mechanical room(s), laundry area(s) and all other hazardous areas. 

Room 218:
C.3:  Staining observed on mattress pad cover and bed bug mattress cover. Clean bed linens shall be provided in the guest room each day that
guest room is occupied by a different guest. 
CORRECTED: Inspector observed hotel manager remove stained mattress pad cover and bed bug cover; and employee provided clean linens during inspection.

Room 219:
C.1:  Food-like debris observed under head board of guest bed. Walls, floors and ceilings of guest rooms shall be kept clean and in good repair.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed hotel employee clean underneath head board of guest bed.

Mechanical rooms on 2nd, 3rd, and 4th floor.
E. 2:  There is no fire extinguisher observed in the 2nd, 3rd or 4th floor mechanical rooms located by elevator where electrical panels are located.  Portable fire extinguishers (5 pound, 2A-10BC) shall be required for the protection of all guests and located in the hallways, mechanical room(s), laundry area(s) and all other hazardous areas.

Fire extinguisher on the 3rd floor next to guest room 302:
E.2:  Fire extinguisher located on the 3rd floor next to guest room 302 observed not fully charged.  All fire extinguishers shall be maintained in a fully charged and operable condition and inspected annually by a fire extinguisher company, fire department representative or other entity approved by the administrative authority.

Rooms 311 & 319:
C.2:  A/C filters observed soiled with dust-like debris.  Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed employee clean the A/C filters during inspection.

Room 419:
C.1:  Syringe and dust-like debris observed underneath head board of guest bed.  Walls, floors and ceilings of guest rooms shall be kept clean and in good repair.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed hotel employee clean underneath head board of guest bed.

South end of hallway on 3rd and 4th floors:
C.1: Floors, walls, and ceiling observed leaking with a water-like substance and damaged.  Lodging establishments shall be kept in a clean and
sanitary condition, in good repair.
CORRECTED:  Inspector observed hotel owner inspect premise.  Owner found that the water damaged is being caused from clogged drain on rooftop, and is currently drying out floors, walls, and ceiling.

	OBSERVATIONS AND ADDITIONAL COMMENTSPage3: Laundry room:
E. 4:  Door on laundry room leading to lobby area is observed with a fire rating of 20 minutes. Service openings such as laundry chutes, dumbwaiters and inclined and vertical conveyors shall be provided with closing devices and must be kept closed when not in active use. Outlet doors for trash or laundry chutes shall open only to a separate room designed exclusively for that purpose. This room shall be provided with a one (1)-hour fire rated door that is self-closing. 

 *Facility is connected to the City of Perryville water supply and sewer system.  Pest control is conducted by Orkin pest control on a monthly basis.  Inspector discussed cleaning floors behind headboard of guest bed, maintenance of door seals on outer openings, third party inspections, and fire door rating.
