	OBSERVATIONS AND ADDITIONAL COMMENTSPage2: Indoor saltwater pool:
Note: Inspector reviewed daily operating logs for pool water chemistry and discussed cleaning frequency throughout pool area.  At the time of inspection, the pool is at a temperature of 82.0°F.  Inspector measured the water chemistry of pool using a Taylor pool test kit.  
Comment: Handle for pool exit door is malfunctioning.  Door latches, but does not allow patrons to easily exit pool area.
F.5. Pool pH is 7.0 and has a free residual chlorine of 0.0 parts per million (ppm).  The pH of the swimming pool shall be maintained at a
level between 7.2 and 7.8.  When chlorine is the disinfectant, a free chlorine residual of at least one part per million (1.0 ppm) shall be maintained throughout the pool.
Comment: Swimming pool was closed until pool pH and residual chlorine levels are within proper concentrations.
COS: During exit interview on 4/12/2022, inspector observed pool pH at 7.2 and has a free residual chlorine of 5.0 parts per million (ppm).  Pool was reopened at this time.
F.2. 6 foot depth marker is missing on edge of pool deck. Depth of water shall be plainly marked with four inch (4")-high numbers, of a contrasting color to the pool background color, at or above the water surface on the vertical pool wall and on the edge of the deck.
F. 4:  Tape on shepherds crook handle is peeling off. All pool and spa equipment shall be kept clean and in good repair at all times.
D.4. GFCI outlet in pool restroom does not trip when tested. Electrical outlets installed within five feet (5') of wet locations or outdoors are required to be fitted with ground-fault circuit interrupters 
F.3. Pool deck has sock and litter debris throughout.  Pool deck shall be kept clean of sediment, floating debris, visible dirt, and algae; free of cracks, peeling paint, and tripping hazards. 
COS: Assistant manager cleaned pool deck during inspection.
F.6. Pool skimmers are observed with band-aid and rusting weights.  Surface skimmer strainer baskets shall be kept clean and in good repair. 
F.5. Skimmer on the south end of the pool is not functioning.  The recirculation system serving the swimming pool and/or spa shall operate continuously or in accordance with the manufacturer's specifications and/or recommendations or other engineering criteria.
Comment: Slight pitting observed on pool steps, it is recommended that when pool is drained that the steps be repaired. Lights provided in the pool are not functioning and general manager stated that the circuit for the lights has been removed.  Adequate lighting is provided for the pool area by the overhead lights.  If lighting in the pool is to be repaired, it is recommended to be done when the pool is drained for repairing steps. 

Lobby area:
C.2.:  Food and dirt-like debris observed in couch cushions in lobby area.  Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall
be kept clean and in good repair.
COS: Assistant manager vacuumed up debris out of cushions. 
C.1:  Floor underneath ice machine and vending machine is soiled with dirt-like debris. Walls, floors and ceilings of physical facilities shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.6. Vending spout of ice machine on first floor is observed soiled with mold-like debris. Ice machines, dispensers or chests shall be kept in good repair and the ice compartment shall be kept clean and free of mold, rust, debris, foreign objects or other contaminants.
C.5.  First floor north facing exterior door in stair well is observed with gap underneath door. Insects, rodents, and other pests shall be controlled to minimize their presence on the premises by routinely inspecting the premises for evidence of pests, eliminating harborage conditions and using methods, if pests are found, such as trapping devices or other means of pest control.

Exercise Room:
D.5. There is no illuminated exit sign in exercise room to indicate the direction of egress in case of emergency event where power is lost. Exit signs shall be maintained in clean and legible condition and shall be illuminated at all times that the building is occupied. 

Meeting Room:
D.5. There is no illuminated exit sign in meeting room to indicate the direction of egress in case of emergency event where power is lost. Exit signs shall be maintained in clean and legible condition and shall be illuminated at all times that the building is occupied. 
C.2.:  Chair in conference room are soiled with food-like debris.  Furnishings shall be kept clean and in good repair.
COS: Assistant manager cleaned chair and removed food-like debris during inspection.

Electrical Panel Maintenance Room, First Floor:
D.7. Access to electrical panels are blocked by pack and plays and boxes on the floor. Access to electrical panels shall be unobstructed.
C.5. Mouse droppings observed in corner of room and on block under panels.  Sticky trap observed soiled with excessive insect-like debris. Insects, rodents, and other pests shall be controlled to minimize their presence on the premises by routinely inspecting the premises for evidence of pests, eliminating harborage conditions and using methods, if pests are found, such as trapping devices or other means of pest control.

E. 4:  Handle on double door is damaged in north end of hallway.  Doors shall be provided with room latches or other mechanisms suitable for keeping the doors closed.

C.2. Chair observed with dirt and food-like debris under cushion. Furnishings shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.3. Pillow cover observed with yellow staining.  Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.

Room 113:
C.2: Guest room A/C ventilation filter observed soiled with a dust-like debris.  Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.10. Coffee maker is soiled with coffee grounds.  Coffee makers and coffee pots provided in guest rooms shall be washed, rinsed, and sanitized.
G.2:  Mechanical ventilation observed not drawing out air in bathroom.  Restrooms shall be provided with adequate ventilation to prevent
excessive condensation, mold or algae growth or odors.
C.3. Bed sheet observed with blood-like staining. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.

D.4. Outdoor GFCI on south facing wall is not operational. Electrical outlets installed within five feet (5') of wet locations or outdoors are required to be fitted with ground-fault circuit interrupters 
C.1.  Floor underneath ice vending machine is soiled with dirt-like debris. Walls, floors and ceilings of physical facilities shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.2. A/C unit filter on second floor of south stairwell is observed soiled with dust-like debris.  Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.

Room 216:
C.2. Icebox in mini cooler is observed soiled with a build-up of ice-lke debris. Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.3. Comforter cover is observed damaged with cigarette-like burn hole. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.

Room 212:
E.4.  Door is observed without fire rating placard. All guest rooms opening into an interior corridor(s) shall be separated by walls and twenty (20)-minute fire protection-rated doors.
C.2. Icebox in mini cooler is observed soiled with a build-up of ice-lke debris. Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.2. Guest room A/C ventilation filter observed soiled with a dust-like debris.  Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.3. One pillow is observed with yellow staining. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.
C.4. Piece of popcorn observed between mattress and box spring.  Mattresses and box springs shall be clean and in good repair.

Insects, rodents, and other pests shall be controlled to minimize their presence on the premises by routinely inspecting the premises for evidence of pests, eliminating harborage conditions and using methods, if pests are found, such as trapping devices or other means of pest control.
C.2. Icebox in mini cooler is observed soiled with a build-up of ice-like debris. Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.3.  Comforter cover is observed damaged with cigarette-like burn hole. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.
C.2. Furniture is observed soiled with duct tape on tabletop. Furnishings, including draperies, beds, appliances, furniture and lamps, shall be kept clean and in good repair.

Hot water mechanical room: 
E.2. No fire extinguisher is observed in the hot water mechanical room. Portable fire extinguishers (5 pound, 2A-10BC) shall be required for
the protection of all guests and located in the hallways, mechanical room(s), laundry area(s) and all other hazardous areas.

D.6. Flood light in north stairwell between second and third floor does not illuminate when tested.  All emergency lighting shall be maintained in good condition.

Third floor north storage room:
C.1. Floor is observed soiled with debris. Walls, floors and ceilings of physical facilities shall be kept clean and in good repair.

Room 306: 
C.1. Restroom air vent is observed soiled with dust-like debris. Walls, floors and ceilings of physical facilities shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.3. Two pillows are observed with yellow staining. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.

Room 316:
C.1. Restroom air vent is observed soiled with dust-like debris. Walls, floors and ceilings of physical facilities shall be kept clean and in good repair.
C.3. Three pillows are observed with yellow staining. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.

Room 323:
G.2:  Mechanical ventilation observed not drawing out air in bathroom.  Restrooms shall be provided with adequate ventilation to prevent
excessive condensation, mold or algae growth or odors.
C.3. Two pillows are observed with yellow staining. Bed bug cover observed with staining. Bedspreads and linens shall be clean and maintained in good repair.
C.4. Piece of food debris observed between mattress and box spring.  Mattresses and box springs shall be clean and in good repair.
COS: Assistant manager removed food debris during inspection.

Laundry Room: 
Note: Two commercial gas fired clothes dryers observed in laundry room with combined BTU/hr input at 330,000.  The dryers vent directly to the outdoors.  The combustion air vent was observed at 26"x4.5" or 117 square inches.  Gas-fired appliances that obtain combustion air from outside of the building are required to have 1 square inch of air opening for each 3,000 BTU/hr input.  330,000 BTU/hr input/3,000BTU = 110 square inches.  The combustion air vent shall be kept clean and free of debris. Make up air vent behind dryer observed heavily soiled with lint.

Office maintenance room:
E.2. Fire extinguisher is observed with 2020 inspection tag. All fire extinguishers shall be maintained in a fully charged and operable condition and inspected annually by a fire extinguisher company, fire department representative or other entity approved by the administrative authority.
